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How to Get to Ponderosa Lodge:

Mount Hermon’s Ponderosa Lodge is reached via Hwy 17 from Los Gatos from the north, and via Santa 
Cruz from the south. Turn off Hwy 17 at the “Mount Hermon Road” Exit and continue 3.6 miles (through 
Scotts Valley.) Turn LEFT on Graham Hill Road and drive to the top of the hill (about 1.5 miles.) Just 
as the hill levels out, watch for a round blue “200 feet” Ponderosa Lodge sign, and then you’ll see the 
wooden entrance sign on your left. Turn LEFT into the driveway and proceed to the parking lot.
